Exodus 12:31-36 Pharaoh sent for Moses and Aaron during the night. “Get out!” he
ordered. “Leave my people—and take the rest of the Israelites with you! Go and
worship the LORD as you have requested. ** Take your flocks and herds, as you said,
and be gone. Go, but bless me as you leave.” ** All the Egyptians urged the people of
Israel to get out of the land as quickly as possible, for they thought, “We will all die!”

* The Israelites took their bread dough before yeast was added. They wrapped their
kneading boards in their cloaks and carried them on their shoulders. **> And the people
of Israel did as Moses had instructed; they asked the Egyptians for clothing and
articles of silver and gold. ** The LorD caused the Egyptians to look favorably on the
Israelites, and they gave the Israelites whatever they asked for. So they stripped the
Egyptians of their wealth!

Exodus 13:17-22 When Pharaoh finally let the people go, God did not lead them along
the main road that runs through Philistine territory, even though that was the shortest
route to the Promised Land. God said, “If the people are faced with a battle, they might
change their minds and return to Egypt.” *®* So God led them in a roundabout way
through the wilderness toward the Red Sea. Thus the Israelites left Egypt like an army
ready for battle.

¥ Moses took the bones of Joseph with him, for Joseph had made the sons of Israel
swear to do this. He said, “God will certainly come to help you. When he does, you
must take my bones with you from this place.”

*The Israelites left Succoth and camped at Etham on the edge of the wilderness.
* The LorDp went ahead of them. He guided them during the day with a pillar of cloud,
and he provided light at night with a pillar of fire. This allowed them to travel by day or
by night.  And the Lorp did not remove the pillar of cloud or pillar of fire from its place
in front of the people.

Exodus 14:10-12 As Pharaoh approached, the people of Israel looked up and
panicked when they saw the Egyptians overtaking them. They cried out to the LORD,
1 and they said to Moses, “Why did you bring us out here to die in the wilderness?
Weren't there enough graves for us in Egypt? What have you done to us? Why did you
make us leave Egypt? *?Didn’t we tell you this would happen while we were still in
Egypt? We said, ‘Leave us alone! Let us be slaves to the Egyptians. It's better to be a
slave in Egypt than a corpse in the wilderness!"”
